From Our Pastor...

What a wonderful Global
Missions weekend! Thanks to all who
participated in last Saturday’s Missions
Fair. I want to thank Whitney Clarke
and her team of volunteers for pulling
this special event together for us. A lot
of good dialogue took place between
our church members and various repre-
sentatives of community and overseas
ministries. And the eclectic interna-
tional cuisine was out of this world!
Thanks to all our cooks, especially
Namhee Addis, who brought enough
Korean and Ethiopian food to feed
half of Danville!

Sunday also was a blessing! Thank
you, church family, for your generous
response to our annual Operation
Christmas Child *“shoebox chal-
lenge.” Two-hundred and thirty six
boxes were collected! I also want to
thank our Youth Choir, Youth Hand-
bells, and Youth Ensemble, as well as
the New Generation Choir for leading
worship and giving our Church Choir
a well-deserved Sunday off as they
work on their Christmas music. Some
choir members noted how nice it was to
sit with their families.

On Sunday morning, NAMB mission-
ary Lonnie Johnson of South Dakota
gave us a challenge that I hope you
won’t soon forget, urging us to respond
to the cry of the Need (the paralytic),
by following the example of those four

men who carried him to Jesus—
Concern, Compassion, Courage and
Commitment. I hope each of us have
been reminded of our own personal
responsibility to take hold of a corner
of the cot and help bring people in need
to Jesus. Will you grab one of the
four corners?

And then on Sunday night, IMB mis-
sionary Woody Thigpen of Cambodia
reminded us that we may be living in
the last days, in essence swimming the
last leg of an Olympic relay. It is
incumbent on us to dig deep within
and give it our all in order to reach all
that we can before the return of Christ.
What a great challenge as we anticipate
our annual March for Missions for the
Lottie Moon Christmas Offering for
International Missions which will be
held the first Sunday in December.

Several have asked me, “Pastor, what
mission trip opportunities are avail-
able in 2010?” After 3 successive
years traveling to Cambodia, we have
put that partnership on hiatus for a year
(while Woody and Lynn are stateside).
Lord willing, we plan to resume our
trips to Cambodia in the spring of
2011, hopefully again working along-
side Woody in eye clinics and assisting
with the water purification ministry at
RDI. So, if you feel a leading in that
direction, you’ve got 18 months to get
ready for that trip (i.e., saving your pen-
nies and securing a passport). After a

great ministry experience in Cuba in
2008, we had hoped to return there in
2009 and/or 2010. In recent months,
however, we have run into a great num-
ber of difficulties. So much so, that we
had to postpone and then cancel alto-
gether the return trip we had planned.
At this point, we don’t have a Cuba trip
scheduled for the coming year, but
please pray that God will re-open that
door for us in His time. Many of you
heard on Sunday that we are planning
an adult construction trip to South
Dakota for next summer. The dates are
July 3-10, 2010 (Saturday to Saturday).
I will be working with Lonnie Johnson
on finalizing the exact location and
nature of the project, which could in-
clude drywall, roofing, electrical and
even plumbing. Stay tuned for more
details. In the meantime, let me know
of your interest.

Right now, in addition to the college
mission trip to South Dakota and the
youth mission trip to South Carolina,
that’s all we have on the docket for
2010. But God may open some other
doors as well. Perhaps, as we continue
in our study of Experiencing God,
some unanticipated door will open up
right here in our own Jerusalem. So
continue to watch and pray and see
where God is at work. And then trust,
adjust and obey!
